. National U17 Indoor Champion 60m.

. National U20 Indoor Champion 200m

. Scottish Schools 100m and 200m Champion
. West District 100m and 200m Champion

He was also selected to compete in the 200m and 4x100m for Scotland
at the SIAB Schools International in Ashford. He won a bronze medal in
the 4x100m relay but unfortunately pulled his hamstring which sidelined

him for the rest of the season.

He was then selected to represent Scotland for two further
Internationals, the Schools Games and the Celtic Games but could not

participate due to his injury.

Despite this Fraser Angus battled back to be the newly crowned Scottish
Schools over 16, 200m champion achieving a new personal best of
21.90secs. This time achieves the Commonwealth Youth Games
qgualifying standard which may give him the opportunity to represent

Scotland in the Bahamas this year.

He is also currently working hard towards the indoor National U20

Championships and the English Championships.
